Shoot Sheet

Don’t leave your memories to chance. A week or so before the ceremony, supply the photographer with a list of moments
that are important to you. Pick and choose from about 80 traditional and unexpected photo ops, keeping in mind that each
shot should take about four minutes. Then enlist a relative or a close friend to point out specific people to your cameraman.

[J Bride with her parents and siblings 1 Both sets of parents watching the ceremony
(1 Bride with her bridesmaids [ Wide shot of the altar or chuppah, from the guests point of view
[J Groom getting ready with his father and groomsmen [ Wide shot of the audience, from the couple’s point of view
[J Close-up shot of the wedding bands [l Special moments, such as the candle lighting and the readings
[J Groom with his parents and siblings 1 Close-up of bride and groom as they recite their vows
[J Groom with the best man 1 Close-up of bride and groom'’s hands as they exchange rings
[J Groom with his groomsmen L1 The kiss!
[ Groomsmen putting on boutonnieres or ties [ Close-up of the newlyweds immediately after the ceremony
[J Bride and groom separately making their way to the ceremony 1 Bride and groom hugging family and friends
(1 Bride showing off her wedding ring to her bridesmaids
1 Bride and groom leaving the ceremony site
